SAFETY DRILLS

Code EBCB Issued 1/19

For the safety of students and center staff, safety drills are conducted throughout the school year. Center staff will fully cooperate to carry out all drills and will train students in prompt and orderly evacuation.

Fire Drills

The center will conduct, at a minimum, two fire drills each year, one during each semester. Each drill will be conducted in accordance with guidelines developed by the South Carolina Department of Education (SCDE) and the State Fire Marshal. 

Active Shooter/Intruder Drills

The center will conduct, at a minimum, two active shooter/intruder drills each school year, one during each semester. Each drill will be conducted in accordance with guidelines developed by the SCDE and the South Carolina Law Enforcement Division (SLED). 
Severe Weather/Earthquake Drills

The center will conduct, at a minimum, two severe weather/earthquake drills each school year, one during each semester. Each drill will be conducted in accordance with guidelines developed by the SCDE.
